Chinese Women in Sciences

There are increasingly more women entering high-technology fields in China as social and educational status of women improve. Statistics of the year 2005 show that the number of female technologists in China reached 14.37 million, accounting for 33% of the total. With their intelligence and passion for scientific research, they have made outstanding achievements in their respective fields and become the backbone in China’s social and economic development. 

Among academicians of China’s highest academic institutions, the Chinese Academy of Sciences (CAS) and the Chinese Academy of Engineering (CAE), there are 85 females. They have made impressive achievements at the forefront of mathematical, physical, chemical, biological, geological, engineering, electronic, agricultural, and medical sciences, setting a shining example for their peers. 
The success of female scientists comes from of the success of education. The enrolment rate of school-age girls in China reaches 99% now. In high schools, girls account for 41% of the total. With continuous improvement of education for women, more young female technologists are growing up and starting to show their talents. Since 2004, the annual China Young Women Scientists Award has been granted to dozens of promising young female scientists below the age of 45.
