Preface

Modern watercolor painting originated in Europe and was introduced to China over a century ago. While it differs from traditional Chinese ink painting in basic techniques and concepts, the two styles use many of the same painting tools and methods. As a result, watercolors soon became popular among Chinese artists as well as the Chinese people. More than 100 years of experimentation and practice in watercolor painting have made it one of the most popular art forms in China. 

In recent years the artistic ability and global scope of China’s watercolor painting has developed remarkably, and many talented artists have earned reputations worldwide for their work. Their paintings feature diverse forms and a wide range of subjects, and have profound connotations. These works have been exhibited throughout the country and the world to accurately portray the realities of modern-day China. And these artists have made major breakthroughs in painting concepts as well as techniques -- from a single concrete and realistic approach to a variety of artistic expressions such as exaggeration, transfiguration, decoration, and abstraction.  

Chinese watercolor painting is a natural blend of both Western and Chinese art traditions. It crosses the boundaries of both Eastern and Western art, and is enjoyed by people in all parts of the world.  

Showcased here are the outstanding works of 50 celebrated Chinese watercolor painters currently active in China’s painting circle. To a great extent, these selections represent the best of China’s contemporary watercolor painting. We hope that visitors will gain an understanding of watercolor painting in China through this exhibition. 
Ao Di  (b. 1954)

Ao Di graduated from the fine arts department of the Central University for Nationalities, and is currently an associate professor at the School of Fine Arts of the Inner Mongolia Normal University and director of the Arts Council of Watercolor Painting of the Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region.

Exhibitions: Ao's work was showcased at the eighth and ninth national fine arts exhibitions as well as the second, third, fourth and fifth national watercolor and pastel painting exhibitions. He received the second place award at the third National Watercolor and Pastel Painting Exhibition, and the Sarina Prize given by the provincial government of Inner Mongolia to encourage the arts. 

His works and writings have been published in academic journals such as “Fine Arts,” “China Arts” and “Watercolor Arts.” 

Bei Xumin (b. 1946)

An associate professor at Suzhou Vocational Technical Institute of Arts and Handicrafts, Bei Xumin is also a member of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association and a council member of the Watercolor Research Society of Jiangsu Province. 

Exhibitions: His work has appeared in the seventh, eighth and ninth National Fine Arts exhibitions, and the second, third and fifth National Watercolor and Pastel Painting exhibitions. His paintings have also been shown in South Korea and Indonesia. 

Albums of his paintings include “Lingering Feelings for Waterfront Village: Bei Xumin’s Collection of Watercolors” and “Bei Xumin’s Volume -- Collections of Masterpieces of Contemporary Chinese Artists.” His paintings are included in “Watercolor Volume --- Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts” and “The History of Chinese Watercolor Painting.” 

Bai Chonglu  (b. 1941)
Bai is currently a professor at the Luxun Fine Arts Academy, a member of the Chinese Artists Association and director of the Watercolor Painting Society of Liaoning Province. 

Exhibitions: Bai held solo shows in Australia in 1995 and 1996. In 1998, he was invited to the United States for lectures and held a solo exhibition in Dallas. 

His publications include “Watercolor Portrait Techniques by World Master Painters” and “Selected Works of Bai Chonglu’s Watercolors.” His works are selected by “Watercolor Volume --- Complete Works of China’s Modern Fine Arts” and “The Illustrated History of China’s Watercolor Painting in the 20th Century.” 

Cai Ruirong  (b. 1960)

A native of Wenzhou, Zhejiang Province, Cai Ruirong graduated in 1986 from the China Academy of Fine Arts. She is now an associate professor at Wenzhou Normal College, a member of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association, and a member of the Watercolor Painters Association of Zhejiang Province. 

Exhibitions: Her award-winning paintings "Depressing Emotion," "Fast Room" and "Flying Birds" have been included in a number of watercolor exhibitions nationwide. 

Chen Haining  (b. 1974)

Hailing from Puning, Guangdong Province, Chen Haining graduated in 1993 from the department of decorative arts and design of the Guangzhou Academy of Fine Arts, and has taught there ever since. He is a member of the Chinese Artists Association. 

Exhibitions: His "Plaster Fruit and Black Oil Can" was awarded the Academic Prize at the 1997 China Watercolor Exhibition for Young Painters; "Harmonious Memory" won first place at the ninth National Fine Arts Exhibition in 1999; and "Sidelights on Common Stuff" took first place at the fifth National Water and Pastel Painting Exhibition in 2001. 

He has published an album of his work titled "Chen Haining: Painting and Feeling." His works are included in “China Fine Arts Today” and “The 2000 Yearbook of Chinese Fine Arts.” 

Chen Lixun (b. 1959)

Chen Lixun earned a degree from the department of plastic arts of Wuxi Light Industry Institute and has taught at his alma mater since his graduation. He is an associate professor of the institute and a council member of the Watercolor Research Society of Jiangsu Province.

Exhibitions: His works “Morning Rain,” “Hairtail Fish” and “Construction Site” have been prominent features at various watercolor painting exhibitions nationwide. He participated in the International Joint Watercolor Painting Exhibition in Hong Kong and China Charm: An Exhibition by Six Mainland China Painters. 

His publication includes the book “Chinese Watercolor Painter Chen Lixun.” Some of his paintings are highlighted in “Selected Works of Chinese Young Watercolor Painters” and “Selected Works of Chinese Watercolor Painting.” And many of his works are shown in major fine arts journals such as “Sculpture” and “Fine Arts Observers.”

Bai Tongxu (b. 1937)

Bai Tongxu was born in Henan Province, and graduated in 1956 from the fine arts department of Central China Normal University. He is now an artist at the Hubei Art Academy, director of the Watercolor Research Society of Hubei Province, and deputy director of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: He has participated in many national watercolor painting exhibitions. His masterpiece “Mandarin Fish” won first place at the 1995 China Watercolor Painting Exhibition. Bai has also held exhibitions in Japan. 

His publications include “Bai Tongxu’s Copy Works from Watercolor Masters” and “Asian Watercolor Masters Series -- Bai Tongxu’s Collection.” His works “Honghu Lake,” “Waterfront Village,” and “On the Reed Catkins Lake” are in the permanent collection of the China National Art Gallery. 

Chen Chaosheng 

Chen Chaosheng has a master’s degree in literature, and is a member of the Chinese Artists Association and a lecturer at the Guangzhou Fine Arts Academy. 

Exhibitions: His works were showcased at the first China Watercolor Exhibition for Young Painters; the third and fifth National Watercolor and Pastel Painting exhibitions, and the ninth National Fine Arts Exhibition as well as other national shows such as the China Watercolor Portrait Exhibition and the Chinese Art Exhibition. Some of his works received awards at these events.  

Chen’s paintings are featured in “The Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts,” “The History of Chinese Watercolor Painting,” and “China Fine Arts Today.” 

Chen Guoqing (b. 1963)

A graduate of the Hubei Academy of Fine Arts with a degree in watercolor painting, Chen is currently a member of Chinese Watercolor Painters Association and deputy director of the Watercolor Research Society of Hubei Province. He was born in Jingzhou, Hubei Province.

Exhibitions: His paintings have been shown and received awards at many national exhibitions. He has also held numerous solo exhibitions. Some of his paintings are included in “The Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts” and “The Illustrated History of Chinese Watercolor Painting.” 
He is the author of “Chinese Master: Chen Guoqing’s Watercolor Nudes.” 

Guo Lianxun (b. 1952)

Guo Lianxun is an associate professor at the vocational school of arts and design of the China Academy of Fine Arts. He was born in Qingdao, Shandong Province, and graduated from Qingdao Education College.  

Exhibitions: His paintings have been displayed in the seventh National Fine Arts Exhibition, the China Watercolor Exhibition for Young Painters; the third National Watercolor and Pastel Painting Exhibition; and the Hong Kong International Watercolor Exhibition. He also held a solo exhibition in Manchester, England. .

His publications include “Watercolor Fundamentals” and “Watercolor Album.” 

Chen Xidan (b. 1936)

Chen Xidan is a native of Shanghai. In 1979, he helped set up the Shanghai Watercolor Research Society and served as the group’s deputy director and arts advisor. He was a judge at the China Watercolor exhibitions of 1990 and 1991. In 1999, he helped establish the Shenzhen Watercolor Society and was named its director.

Exhibitions: His painting “Oyster-growing Family” was displayed in the fifth National Watercolor and Pastel Painting Exhibition. He held a solo exhibition in Shenzhen in November 2001.  

Chen Xiguang (b. 1941)

Chen Xiguang studied at the Luxun Fine Arts Academy from 1959 to 1964, and is currently a member of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association, dean of the department of arts and design of Wanli College, Zhejiang Province, and director of the Jilin Watercolor Society. He was granted a special allowance by the State Council in 1992. Chen was born in Jilin Province.

Exhibitions: His paintings have appeared in numerous national exhibitions. He has published articles in several academic journals including “Fine Arts.” In addition, he has lectured and held solo exhibitions in the United States and Japan. 

Chen Xingguo (b. 1939)

Born in Hengshan, Hunan Province, Chen Xingguo is a graduate of the fine arts department of Hubei Arts College and the department of Chinese painting of the Xi’an Academy of Fine Arts. He is a member of the Chinese Artists Association and the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: Dozens of national exhibitions have showcased Chen’s paintings. He won the first prize at the fifth China Watercolor Painting Exhibition and an honorary first prize at the World Arts Competition in the category for Chinese artists. 

His paintings have been featured in several national academic journals such as “Watercolor Art” and are included in “Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts” and “The Illustrated History of Chinese Watercolor Painting.”

His publications include “Chinese Watercolor Painter Chen Xingguo” and “Watercolor Masterpieces Series -- Masterpieces of Chen Xingguo’s Watercolor Paintings.” 

Dong Xichun (b. 1963)

Dong Xichun is a native of Shenyang, Liaoning Province. He graduated from the department of decorative arts of Luxun Fine Arts Academy in 1987, and is now an associate professor at Shenyang Normal University and a member of the Chinese Artists Association. 

Exhibitions: His works were featured and won awards at the second and third National Watercolor, Gouache and Pastel Painting exhibitions, and the eighth and ninth National Fine Arts exhibitions.  

Du Gaojie (b. 1936)

Born in Sichuan Province, Du Gaojie graduated from Guiyang Normal College in 1954 and has taught at Zhejiang University ever since. He currently receives a special allowance from the State Council.  

Exhibitions: Well-versed in traditional Chinese painting, watercolor and pastel, and noted for his perfect blending of Chinese and Western art traditions, his paintings have been highlighted in a dozen national fine arts and watercolor painting exhibitions. His work has been displayed in a number of countries including Britain, the United States, Japan, Germany, and France. 

Du Zhuo (b. 1969)

A graduate of the School of Art of Harbin Normal University, Du Zhuo now teaches at Huzhou Normal College, Zhejiang Province. He was born in Rizhao, Shandong Province.

Exhibitions: His works were shown at the third, fourth and fifth National Watercolor and Gouache exhibitions, and the eighth and ninth National Fine Arts exhibitions. 

Feng Xinqun (b. 1962)

Born in Lin’an, Zhejiang Province, Feng Xinqun graduated from the College of Design of Wuxi Light Industry University. He is now director of the environmental arts design program of China Textile University and a member of Chinese Watercolor Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: Feng’s paintings have been included in several national exhibitions, and were chosen for display and collection in countries and regions such as Japan, France, Malaysia, Hong Kong and Taiwan. 

Feng has published a number of articles in fine arts journals, and is the author of “New Sketch.”

Gong Yu (b. 1957)

A native of Chongqing, Gong Yu graduated from the department of printmaking of Sichuan Academy of Fine Arts in 1982 and practiced watercolor painting until 1989. He has taught in the Sichuan Academy of Fine Arts since April 1990 and currently is an associate professor in the education department. 

Huang Tieshan (b. 1939)

A 1959 graduate of the Hubei Fine Arts Academy, Huang Tieshan is a council member of the Chinese Artists Association, director of the Watercolor Arts Council under the Association, and chairman of the Artists Association of Hunan Province. He was born in Dongkou, Hunan Province. 

Exhibitions: His major works include a series of paintings – “Dongting Lake,” “A Small Town in Morocco,” “Hometown of Issak Levitan” and “Golden Late Autumn Days,” which are all part of the collection of the China National Art Gallery. He held a solo exhibition in Shenzhen and his paintings are included in the ”Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts.” 

His publications include “Selected Works of Huang Tieshan’s Watercolor Paintings,” “Masterpieces of Contemporary Watercolor Painting -- Huang Tieshan’s Volume” and “Selected Works of Huang Tieshan’s Paintings.” 

Liu Xinsheng (b. 1937)

Liu Xinsheng is a member of the Watercolor Arts Council under the Chinese Artists Association and director of the Watercolor Research Society of Anhui Province. He was born in Jiangsu Province

Exhibitions: His works were featured in numerous national exhibitions and are part of the China National Art Gallery’s collection. Liu has held solo exhibitions in Shanghai, Hangzhou, Nanjing and Hefei as well as Bulgaria and Singapore. He also participated in watercolor joint exhibitions in France and Belgium. 

He has published “Liu Xinsheng’s Watercolor Album.” 

Huang Zengyan (b. 1959)

Born in Taizhou, Guangdong Province, Huang Zengyan earned a master’s degree from the Guangzhou Fine Arts Academy in 1991. He is an associate professor at the Guanzhou Fine Arts Museum, an artist with the Guangdong Painting Studio, and deputy director of the Guangdong Watercolor Research Society. 

Exhibitions: He won the first prize at the ninth National Fine Arts Exhibition. His works are included in the “Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts” and “50 Years of New China’s Fine Arts.” 

His publications include “Techniques of Watercolor Landscape and Still Life” and “Basic Watercolor Techniques.” 

Li Shengquan (b. 1942)

Li Shengquan is senior editor of the Liaoning Fine Arts Press, a guest artist of the Liaoning Painting Studio, a member of Chinese Artists Association, and deputy director of the Liaoning Watercolor Society. He was born in Jinzhou, Liaoning Province.

Exhibitions: His paintings have been presented and awarded at many national and international exhibitions, and some are in the collections of the China National Art Gallery, the He Xiangning Gallery, as well as galleries in the United States, South Korea, Singapore, and Malaysia. He has held four solo watercolor exhibitions in China. 

He has published “Selected Works of Li Shengquan’s Watercolor Painting” and “Li Shengquan’s Watercolor Painting: Creativity and Presentation.” 

Jiang Zhenwen (b. 1958)

A graduate of Luxun Fine Arts Academy in Shengyang, Jiang Zhenwen is now an associate professor in the department of fine arts of Shenyang Normal University. 

Exhibitions: His works were showcased at the fourth National Watercolor Painting Exhibition and the ninth National Fine Arts Exhibition. He won the Award of Excellence at the first National Watercolor Portrait Exhibition. 

Hou Anzhi (b. 1960)

Born in Daye, Hubei Province, Hou Anzhi graduated from Hubei Fine Arts Academy. He is now teaching at the fine arts department of Hubei Normal College. 

Exhibitions: His work “Embrace the Sunshine” won first place at the Fourth National Watercolor and Pastel Exhibition in 1998, and “Objects in the Shade of the Window” won third place at the Fifth National Watercolor and Pastel Exhibition.

Some of his works are included in “Watercolor Art”, “Masterpieces of China Contemporary Watercolor Painting” and “The Illustrated History of Chinese Watercolor Painting.”

Liu Shouxiang (b. 1958)

A native of Wuhan, Hubei Province, Liu Shouxiang earned a degree from the fine arts department of Hubei Arts College in 1981, and has taught at the school since his graduation. He is currently a professor at the College, a member of the Chinese Artists Association, and a council member of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: He won awards at the sixth, seventh and eighth National Fine Arts exhibitions. Many of his works are in the collections of the China National Art Gallery, the Shanghai Gallery, the Shenzhen Gallery, and the Jiangsu Province Gallery. 

Liu Wenfu (b. 1939)

Born in Hebei Province, Liu Wenfu graduated from Tianjin Fine Arts Academy. He is a professor at Tangshan Normal College, a member of the Chinese Artists Association, and deputy director of the artistic committee under the Hebei Artists Association. 

Exhibitions: His works were showcased at the fifth, sixth, seventh and ninth National Fine Arts exhibitions as well as exhibitions in the United States and Singapore. Some of his paintings are in the China National Art Gallery and are included in the “Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts. 

His publication includes “Watercolor Still Life.” 

Liu Yaping 

Liu Yaping graduated from the China Academy of Fine Arts in 1982 and has taught at the arts department of Shanghai Normal University for the past 20 years. He is a professor and deputy director of the University’s School of Art, and director of the Shanghai Watercolor Society. 

Exhibitions: Liu’s paintings have been shown and won awards at many regional, national and international exhibitions. 

Song Bin (b. 1943)

Song Bin is currently an associate professor at the Liaoning Arts and Handicrafts School, a member of the Chinese Artists Association and the China Watercolor Painters Society, deputy director of the Liaoning Watercolor Painting Society, and a guest artist of the Liaoning Provincial Painting Studio. Born in Xiaxian, Liaoning Province, he graduated from Shenyang Education College.

Liu Yi (b. 1958) 

A native of Shanghai, Liu Yi graduated from the department of art of Shanghai East China Normal University and teaches at the fine arts department of Shanghai Applied Technology Institute. He is a member of the China Watercolor Painting Association and deputy director of the Shanghai Watercolor Painting Research Society. 

His paintings “Water Going with Heaven,” “Pondering” and “Water Organ” have won prizes at various national fine arts competitions. A dozen of his pieces are in the collections of the Shanghai Art Gallery and the German company Siemens. 

His publications include “Selected Works of Liu Yi’s Watercolor Painting,” “Liu Yi’s Copies from Chinese Watercolor Masters” and “Watercolor Portrait.” 

Lu Zhikai (b. 1957)

A 1976 graduate of the Xi’an Academy of Fine Arts, Lu Zhikai is currently an associate professor and master adviser in the art education department of the academy, and deputy director of the Shaanxi Watercolor Painting Society. He was born in Shaanxi Province.

Exhibitions: His works were showcased at many national exhibitions, and his painting “Green” won third prize at the International Fine Arts Exhibition for Youth in 1986. He has held seven solo exhibitions. 

His publications include “Color,” “Lu Zhikai’s Watercolor Album,” “Watercolor Still Life Techniques” and “Watercolor Landscapes.”  

Luo Xianyue (b. 1960)

Born in Linan, Zhejiang Province, Luo Xianyao graduated from the China Academy of Fine Arts in 1986. He is now a member of the Chinese Artists Association and the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association, and deputy secretary general of the Zhejiang Watercolor Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: His works have been shown at many national fine arts and watercolor exhibitions. 

Pan Changzhen (b. 1932)

A 1955 graduate of the department of painting of the China Academy of Fine Arts, Pan Changzhen is now a professor at the academy and director of the academy’s watercolor study center, and also director of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association. He was born in Shanghai.

Exhibitions: He is the recipient of the Gold Horse prize and the Silver Snake prize given by the U.S. International Arts Research Institute. His works have been shown in the United States, France, the former Soviet Union, Japan, Malaysia and Singapore. 

His publications include “Watercolor Techniques,” “Gouache Techniques” and “Watercolor Still Life.” 

Ping Long (b. 1964)

Ping Long graduated in 1985 from the department of art and design of Shanghai Advanced Technical School of Light Industry, and then continued his studies in 1966 at Shanghai East China Normal University, majoring in oil painting. He is currently an associate professor of fine arts at Shanghai Advanced Technical School of Light Industry, a member of the Chinese Artists Association and the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association, and deputy director of the Shanghai Watercolor Painters Association. He was born in Changzhou, Jiangsu Province.

Exhibitions: His works have been featured and awarded at many national fine arts and watercolor exhibitions. 

Qian Huiming (b. 1969)

Qian Huiming graduated from the College of Education of Zhejiang Fine Arts Academy in 1990, and is currently a member of the Zhejiang Artists Association, the Zhejiang Watercolor and Gouache Painters Association, and the Zhejiang Oil Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: He participated in national shows such as the first China Oil Painting Masterpieces Competition and the fifth National Watercolor Exhibition. 

Qian Wei (b. 1973)

Born in Wujin, Jiangsu Province, Qian Wei graduated in 1997 from the department of oil painting of Nanjing Arts College. He teaches at the College of Art and Design of East China University. 

Exhibitions: His work has appeared in the Shanghai Fine Arts Exhibition for Youth in both 1998 and 2000, the ninth National Fine Arts exhibition in 1999, and the China Invitational Exhibition for Young Oil Painters. 

Xu Minghui (b. 1963)

Xu Minghui graduated from the China Academy of Fine Arts in 1988 with a degree in decorative design. She currently teaches in the visual design department of the China Academy of Fine Arts and is a member of the China Watercolor Painters Association. She was born in Dalian, Liaoning Province.

Exhibitions: Xu’s paintings have been shown at many national exhibitions as well as exhibitions in the United States, Japan and Switzerland. 

Her publications include “Print, Design and Color,” “Still Life Color” and “Gouache Still Life.” 

Yang Bin (b. 1950)

Yang Bin teaches at the Watercolor Study Center of China Academy of Fine Arts, and is currently a member of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association and a council member of Zhejiang Watercolor Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: His works have appeared at the ninth National Fine Arts Exhibition, the fifth Watercolor and Pastel Exhibition, and the China Watercolor Portrait Exhibition. 

Sun Zhengxue (b. 1958)

Sun Zhengxue, from Tangshan, Hebei Province, graduated in 1982 from the fine arts department of Hebei Normal University. He is currently a research fellow at the Mass Arts Center of Qinghuangdao, Hebei, and deputy director of the Hebei Watercolor Research Society. 

Exhibitions: His watercolor painting “Memory of Autumn” was awarded first prize at the first China Watercolor Exhibition; his oil painting “Jungle” took second place at the China Oil Painting Exhibition; his watercolor “Grazing” won third place at the First China Watercolor Exhibition; his watercolor “Afterglow” won third place at the fourth National Watercolor and Pastel Exhibition; and his watercolor “Station” took third place at the first National Watercolor Portrait Exhibition. 

Sun’s paintings appear in the “Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts --- Watercolor Volume.” 

Wang Shaobo (b. 1963)

Wang Shaobo has taught at the Shandong Textile Engineering Institute since his graduation from the school’s fine arts department in 1986. He is now the deputy director of the School of Fine Arts of Qingdao University. 

Exhibitions: His painting “Autumn” won first prize at the fourth National Watercolor and Pastel Exhibition; “Buttered Tea” also won a first prize at the fifth National Watercolor and Pastel Exhibition; and “Song of Four Seasons” took third place at the ninth National Fine Arts Exhibition. His paintings “Winter Rain” and “Grass Comes and Goes with the Seasons” were showcased at the seventh and eighth National Fine Arts exhibitions respectively. 

His works are included in the “History of Chinese Watercolor Painting.”

Wang Weixin 

Born in Wenzhou, Zhejiang Province, Wang Weixin graduated from Zhejiang Fine Arts Academy, and studied in the graduate program of the Central Academy of Fine Arts. He is a professor and master advisor at the academy, and head of the watercolor art council of the Chinese Artists Association. 

Exhibitions: In 1992, the Exhibition Hall of Wang Weixin’s Works was set up in the Modern Art Museum in Laverrne, France. 

Wang Shengli (b. 1956)

Born in Bengbu, Anhui Province, Wang Shengli is a member of the Chinese Artists Association and the China Art Education Research Institute. 

His works have been published in the journals “Fine Arts,” “Chinese Watercolor” and “Watercolor Art.” Many of his paintings are included in the collections of major art galleries both at home and abroad.

Wang Yunhe (b. 1939)
A native of Shanghai, Wang Yunhe is deputy curator of the Global Art Gallery under Xinhua News Agency and a member of the Chinese Artists Association. 

Exhibitions: His works have been shown in a dozen countries and regions, and 20 of his paintings are in the collections of the China National Art Gallery and the Shanghai Art Gallery. 

His works are included in “Asian Watercolor Masters Series,” “Selected Works of 22 Shanghai Oil Painters,” “Selected Works of 20 Shanghai Watercolor Painters” and “Chinese Modern Fine Arts – Album of Chinese Watercolor Painting.”  

Wang Yong (b. 1961)

Wang Yong graduated from the department of printmaking of Hubei Fine Arts Academy, and is now an associate professor in the school’s printmaking department. He is also deputy director of the Hubei Watercolor Painters Association and a member of the Chinese Watercolor Printers Association. 

Exhibitions: His works were included in the sixth, seventh and ninth National Fine Arts exhibitions, and the first and fourth National Watercolor and Pastel exhibitions. 

Song Shouhong (b. 1939)

Born in Qingdao, Shandong Province, Song Shouhong graduated in 1962 from the fine arts department of Shandong Arts College. He is a former principal of the Qingdao Arts and Handicrafts School. Currently Song is deputy director of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association and director of the Shandong Watercolor Painting Society. 

He has published a dozen books on art, and his bibliography and works are included in “The Yearbook of Chinese Fine Arts” and “Complete Works of Chinese Modern Arts -- Watercolor Volume.” 

Zhang Hongbao (b. 1947)

Zhang Hongbao is a member of the Chinese Artists Association and vice chairman of the Jinan Artists Association. He was born in Qingdao, Shandong Province. 

Exhibitions: He has won some 20 prizes at various exhibitions and painted 450 works. Many of his paintings are included in the “Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts.” 

Zhou Gang (b. 1961)

Zhou Gang earned a bachelor’s degree from the China Academy of Fine Arts in 1988 and a master’s degree from the school in 1998. He is an associate professor of the China Academy of Fine Arts and deputy director of the Zhejiang Watercolor Painters Association. Zhou was born in Shaanxi Province.

Exhibitions: He has won 28 prizes at various exhibitions, including the first prize at the first National Watercolor Exhibition for Young Painters, and the Award for Excellence at the ninth National Fine Arts Exhibition. He also won the Silver Snake award given by the U.S. International Arts Research Institute.

His works have been exhibited in the United States, Japan, South Korea, Singapore, Malaysia and Indonesia. His publications include “New Watercolor Techniques,” “Techniques of Chinese Watercolor Masters” and “Sketch Expression Techniques.” 

Zhang Houjin (b. 1925)

This Fujian Province native studied at the arts department of Fujian Normal College. He is a professor at the College of Art Education of Jimei University, deputy director of the Chinese Watercolor Painters Association, and director of the Fujian Watercolor Painters Association. 

Exhibitions: Zhang Houjin’s paintings have been displayed in the seventh, eighth and ninth National Fine Art exhibitions, Chinese watercolor exhibitions, and Chinese watercolor and pastel exhibitions. His work “Mandarin Fish” took second place at the first China Watercolor Art Exhibition. He has held two solo exhibitions in Taiwan. 

His publications include “Zhang Houjin’s Watercolor Painting” and “Zhanghoujin: Chinese Watercolor Painting.” His works are featured in the “Complete Works of Chinese Modern Fine Arts” and “Chinese Watercolor Painting.” 

Zhang Yinghong (b. 1931)

Born in Ningbo, Zhejiang Province, Zhang Yinghong studied at the Shanghai Fine Arts College in 1946 and transferred to Hangzhou State Arts College in 1949. He is a professor in the fine arts department of Shanghai Light Industry College and director of the Shanghai Watercolor Research Society. 

He has been engaged in higher education art and watercolor painting for years. His publications include “Zhang Yinghong’s Selected Paintings,” “Modern Watercolor Techniques” and “Gouache Painting Techniques.”   

Zheng Shilong (b. 1968)

A 1989 graduate of the China Academy of Fine Arts, Zheng Shilong is a member of the Chinese Artists Association, a council member of the China Arts Education Promotion Society, and a lecturer in the art department of Taizhou College. He was born in Linhai, Zhejiang Province. 

Ye Xianmin (b. 1958)

A native of Guangzhou, Ye Xianmin is a member of the Chinese Artists Association, deputy director of the Guangzhou Painting Studio, and deputy director of the Guangdong Watercolor Research Society. 

His paintings have won many national prizes. His publications include “Ye Xianming’s Painting Album” and “Ye Xianmin’s Watercolor Painting Album.” 
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
