Guizhou Nuo Opera  Masks:

1-1 The Mountain King: the Mountain Deity who exorcises evil spirits in Nuo altar operas.  The Mountain Deity is also said to be an avatar of Pangu, who according to Chinese mythology created heaven and earth. He is also a deity who exorcises evil spirits in the Nuo altar operas, and is able to find lost souls. 

1-2 The Nuo God: a deity who rules Nuo, a principal deity who must be worshipped before and after the performance of a Nuo altar opera. 

1-3 The Nuo Goddess: a deity who rules Nuo, a principal deity who must be worshipped before and after the performance of a Nuo altar opera. 

1-4 Kai Shan: the Trailbreaker, a principal god in Nuo operas. He is said to be Fangxiangshi in the Nuo ritual of 3,000 years ago, who “had his hands covered with bear skin, had four golden eyes, wore a black top and a red skirt, and bore a dagger and a shield in his hands.” 

1-5 Qin Tong: the mask of a clown, and one of the most beloved characters in Nuo operas. Some people say he was an attendant of Liu Yi. Other people say he was the only son of the Jade Emperor of Heaven, and was cast out into the mortal world because he was so ugly his father did not like him.

   Bearing the original name of ‘Wang Shan’, he lived during the reign of Emperor Song Huizong (1082-1135). He is one of the guardian deities of Chinese Taoism, and is said to be a god who exorcises evil spirits and ghosts in Chinese folklore.

4-3 A Shaanxi Rectangular Ladle Mask: Shen Tu, one of two legendary door gods. 

4-4 A Shaanxi Rectangular Ladle Mask: Yu Lei, one of two legendary door gods. 

4-5 A Shaanxi Shuttle-shaped Ladle: a dragon, the symbol of China and the totem of the ancient Chinese nation. The conception of the ‘dragon’ has evolved over thousands of years to become today’s totem for the whole nation of China. 

4-6 A Shaanxi Shuttle-shaped Ladle: Ji Lanying.

   An infinitely resourceful ancient heroine in Shaanxi legends.

4-7 A Shaanxi Wood-carving Mask: God of Thunder.

   Legendary god of thunder and lightening, with a beak and a blue face.
