The 30th Anniversary of the Establishment of China-US Diplomatic Relations
China and the United States are the biggest developing country and the biggest developed country in the world respectively. The relationship between the two countries has an important influence on the development of the world.
In the 1970s, China and the United States reopened its door to each other. On December 16, 1978, the governments of two countries simultaneously announced the “Joint Communiqué on the Establishment of Diplomatic Relations between the People's Republic of China and the United States of America”. On January 1, 1979, the two nations officially established diplomatic relation at ambassadorial level. 
During the past 30 years, although bilateral relations between China and US experienced quite a few ups and downs, in general, it has kept the trend toward amelioration and improvement. Moreover, considerable new progress has been made in recent years. The strategic positioning of the bilateral relation is clearer than ever, that is China and the United States not only share common interests but also are the constructive partners. The frequent exchange of visits between the leaders of two countries and consultation and coordination in the major international and regional problems has brought forward remarkable results. Also, great progress has been made in the communication and cooperation between the two countries on various fields of economy and trade, science and technology, culture, education and military affairs, etc.

The Sino-U.S. cooperation on economy and trade, based on mutual benefit has achieved win-win results and delivered the tangible benefit to the two peoples.  The volume of bilateral trade rose from fewer than 2.5 billion US dollars in 1979 to 302 billion US dollars in 2007, an increase over 120 times. At present, China and the United States is the second major trading partner to each other. The cooperation between the two countries has reached a new height on the fields of trade, investment and finance. The Sino-US strategic economic dialogues have become an important access for two countries to achieve the strategic goals of mutual trust, and mutual beneficial cooperate relationship.

The category of cooperation between China and the United States are gradually expanding, giving increasingly critical influence on the world peace. The frequent contacts between the two peoples on culture, science, technology, education and other fields steadily promoted the mutual understanding and friendship in both countries. Meanwhile, the two countries have enhanced the communication and cooperation in the fields of military affairs, law enforcement, anti-terrorism, energy and environmental protection, etc. 

With the ever improving of Sino-US relations, the two countries have found more and more interests cross-overs. Both countries began the effective cooperation and coordination of stands on international and regional disputes, including the Korean Peninsula nuclear issue, the Iranian nuclear issue, anti-terrorism, non-proliferation of WMD and so on. In addition, China and the United States have achieved consent to maintain peace and stability of Taiwan Straits.
Just as President Hu Jintao pointed out when welcoming US President George. W. Bush on his visit to China, “Sino-US relations have already greatly exceeded the bilateral category and increasingly contain global significance.” It is essential for China and US to maintain Sino-US relations and benefit the common interest of both countries and peoples, and to contribute to peace, stability and prosperity of the Asia Pacific region and the world as a whole. The leaders of the two countries have reached the important mutual understanding, which is both countries need to advance the Sino-US constructive cooperation in the 21st century in all-round way, and bring more benefits to people of both countries and to the peoples all over the world.

1. On October 1, 1970, Chairman Mao Zedong met with American friend Mr. Snow on Tian'anmen rostrum in Beijing. Chairman Mao Zedong expressed his goodwill to receive Mr. Nixon to visit China, no matter as a tourist or the President.

2. In July of 1971, Premier Zhou Enlai met with Dr. Kissinger, the National Security Advisor to US President, who was on a secret mission to China. Both sides made a public announcement that the US President Richard Nixon would be invited to visit China soon.
3. In February of 1972, Premier Zhou Enlai held talks with US President Richard Nixon and signed the joint communiqué (i.e. Sino-US "communiqué of Shanghai ") in Shanghai.

4. In February of 1972, US President Richard Nixon visited China and opened up the door for the normalization of Sino-US relations. Picture shows Premier Zhou Enlai welcomed President Richard Nixon at Beijing airport.

5. The China-visit of President Richard Nixon symbolizes the beginning of the normalization of Sino-US relations. Chairman Mao Zedong met with President Richard Nixon in Beijing.

6. In 1971-1972, Chinese and US table tennis teams exchanged visits to each other, which is praised as “the ping-pong diplomacy” in the history of Sino-US relations. The visits opened up the door of friendly exchange between two countries. Picture is accorded a hearty welcome to the Chinese table tennis players at the General Headquarter of United Nations, playing a demonstration match on April 19, 1972. 

7. On December 1, 1975, Vice Premier Deng Xiaoping hosted a banquet in name of Premier Zhou Enlai in the Great Hall of the People in Beijing, in honor of President Gerald Ford and his wife. The picture shows the host and guests walking into the banquet hall.

8. 
9. In January of 1979, Deng Xiaoping visited the United States. This was the first visit of Chinese leader to U.S.A. since the founding of the People's Republic of China. President Jimmy Carter held a welcoming ceremony at White House in his honor.

10. In April of 1984, Deng Xiaoping met President Ronald Reagan at the Great Hall of the People.

11. In July of 1985, Chinese President Li Xiannian met President Ronald Reagan and Vice President George Bush during his visit to U.S.A.

12. On March 15, 1989, US President George Bush visited China. He happily accepted the present - a bicycle from Premier Li Peng.

13. On March 11, 1995, Wu Yi, the Minister of Foreign Trade and Economic Cooperation, held a negotiation on the Sino-US intellectual property rights with US trade representative Mr. Kantor, and signed the official agreement in Beijing.

14. In March of 1997, Shanghai General Motors Co., Ltd. invested 1,500 million US dollars in the Pudong Jinqiao, Shanghai, the largest China-US joint venture at the time.

15. On June 28, 1998, the President Bill Clinton, together with his wife Hilary and daughter toured the Mutianyu Section of the Great Wall in Beijing.

16. On April 8, 1999, at the welcoming ceremony held by US President Bill Clinton, Mr. Zhu Rongji, the Premier of the State Council delivered a speech: “The Chinese people will ceaselessly strive for perseverely consolidating and developing Sino-US friendly cooperative relationship, generation by generation.” 

17. On September 8, 2000, President Jiang Zemin met with US President Bill Clinton at New York Waldorf Hotel during his visit to US.

18. In September of 2000, "Chinese Culture to U.S.A." was held in New York. The gorgeous folk dance performed by Chinese artists in the New York Javits Centre attracted a large group of American audience.

19. On August 11, 2001, Kobe Bryant, the American NBA superstar, performed a slam dunk on the Great Wall at Mutianyu, Beijing. He was invited as the instructor for the “Adidas Beijing Street Basketball Matches”. 

20. On October 21, 2001, Chinese President Jiang Zemin welcomed US President George W. Bush, who came for the 9th Informal APEC Leadership Meeting, at the Science and Technology Museum, Shanghai.

21. On April 4, 2002, Chinese and US surgeons operated for a patient in Yimeng, Shandong Province.

22. In June 2002, the world biggest citrus nursery center, a Sino-US joint venture, settled in Three Gorges Reservoir Region in Xinli town, Zhong county of Chongqing. The Nursery can meet need of citrus industrialization project in the reservoir area of the Three Gorges.

23. On August 29, 2002, the legendary US virtuoso master Itzhak Perlman staged a splendid solo concert for Beijing music lovers. The purpose of his China visit is to promote China's music education.

24. On December 20, 2002, Mr. Zhang Ruimin, CEO of Qingdao Haier Group and Gary Benanav, Chairman of New York Life Int'l of America, inaugurated the "Haier New York Life Insurance Company Limited” in Shanghai. Each side accounted for 50% of the shares in the joint venture respectively. 

25. On September 21, 2003, at the Chinese Culture Festival in Washington D.C., 70-meters-long dragon bestowed by the Oversea Chinese Affairs Office of Guangdong, “soared” in the Washington Chinatown with 34 people playing, and pushed the festival atmosphere to climax.

26. On October 30, 2003, young Chinese and US candidates of the New Silk Road World Fashion Model Contest visited Leifeng Tower, Hangzhou, together.

27. On December 9, 2003, US President George W. Bush, together with Chinese Premier Wen Jiabao met the press after their meeting at the White House.

28. On May 20, 2004, the former US astronaut in the 1980s', Senator Bill Nelson shared his experiences with Mr. Yang Liwei, the China's First Astronaut, and showed to him his astronautics photo collection.

29. On July 10, 2004, the 5th Pan American Wushu Championship was held in Washington D.C. More and more Americans fell in love with this China traditional sport. The picture shows a group Taijiquan performance at the opening ceremony.

30. On January 6, 2005, at the 2005 International Home Appliances and Electronics Exhibition in America, the booth of China's top home electronics producer TCL attracted numerous visitors. The sales volume of TCL Group on household appliances reached 1.1 billion US dollars in America in 2004.

31. On January 28, 2005, the biggest order in CAAC's history was signed in Washington D.C., 6 airliners in China imported 60 newest Boeing 787 planes worthy 7.2 US billion dollars. The picture is a signing ceremony held at the US Department of Commerce.

32. On August 8, 2005, “Sino-US Youth Music Summer Camp” held at the Zhengjia Square, Guangzhou. The Traditional Instrument Orchestra, String Orchestra of the Guangzhou Children's Palace, Youth Culture Palace Wind Band performed with the Calabasas All Star Jazz Band together.

33. On August 19, 2005, artists from Yunnan Province, China, donated a bronze sculpture “Humpback Sentiment" to the Flying Tigers Association. The Sculpture reproduces the friendship between the injured US Air Force Flying Tigers’ team members, who came to support the China’s War of Resistance in the World War II, and the Yunan minority youth and his mother, who rescued the US soldiers.

34. On October 27, 2005, "Tea House "- the grand finale of "China Cultural Festival" held in Washington D.C.- successfully performed at the Kennedy Center, the renowned as “highest art palace of America”. The classical China performance charmed the American audience. In the picture is Ms. Alexia Adams, Vice Presidents of the Centre, expressed congratulations to Chinese performer Mr. Pu Cunxin on the stage.

35. On October 17 2005, as a major program of the "China Cultural Festival" in Washington D.C., Shanghai Symphony Orchestra held " China - Modern " symphony concert at the Kennedy Center, playing three Chinese works such as Tan Dun's " Map " for the American audience.

36. On November 14, 2005, “the Conference on Sino-US Relations” was held at Beijing Kunlun Hotel. Several hundred Chinese and foreign government officials, entrepreneurs, experts and scholars including American former President Mr. Bush Sr., the former Vice Premier of the China’s State Council Mr. Qian Qichen, discussed the issues on Sino-US relations, trade cooperations, agriculture, culture and education etc.
37. In November, 2005, the biggest Chinese home appliances enterprise - Haier Group began the construction of a refrigerator factory in South Carolina. The plant covers an area of 30,000 square meters.

38. On November 20, 2005, Chinese President Hu Jintao hosted a ceremony at the Great Hall of the People in Beijing, welcoming the visiting US President George W. Bush.

39. On November 20, 2005, China’s State Council Premier Wen Jiabao met US President George W. Bush in Beijing.

40. On November 20, 2005, the visiting US President George W. Bush rode a mountain bicycle together with Chinese athletes in Beijing. In the picture, they took a group photo before the 2008 Olympic mascots Fuwa, Yingying.

41. On November 27, 2005, the Beijing People's Art Theatre staged the modern drama "Tea House" in New York, U.S.A., receiving the applause of the New York audience.

42. On April 27, 2006, a China-US joint project, the Bible Ministry Exhibition of the Church of China opened at the Crystal Cathedral in Los Angeles. Major Christian organizations and important figures gathered together and witnessed the inauguration ceremony.

43. On April 20, 2006, US President George W. Bush held a welcoming ceremony in the honor of Chinese President Hu Jintao for his visit to America.

44. On June 9, 2006, American NBA star - Orlando Magic's Pat Garrity demonstrated his basketball techniques in Shanghai to juniors from migrant workers’ family, sharing with the children the fun of basketball.

45. On July 18, 2006, American Secretary of Defense Mr. Rumsfeld held a ceremony before the Pentagon, welcoming the visiting Vice-President of Chinese Military Commission, Mr. Guo Boxiong and his entourage.

46. On September 15, 2006, Suzhou Kunqu Opera Theater performed “The Peony Pavilion: The Young Lovers' Edition” in Zellerbach Hall at UC Berkeley, marking the prelude of its US tours.

47. On September 19, 2006, during the visit of Mrs. Chen Zhili, the Chinese State Councilor, to America, the International Office of Chinese Language Council and the Washington Education Bureau signed a Memorandum of Understanding on the Cooperation in Language Education. Public schools in Washington D.C. plan to introduce Chinese teaching project in its curriculum, providing with students in Washington D.C. the opportunity to study Chinese in middle school.

48. On September 20, 2006, a fleet of the PLA Navy finished its visit to America. The local Chinese and overseas student saw them off together with US soldiers on the wharf.

49. On November 17, 2006, the members of the US Marine Corps conducted "the light infantry weapon" shooting exercises with Chinese Marines in the heavy rain at the South China Sea Fleet.

50. On December 14, 2006, the first round of Sino-U.S. Strategic Economic Dialogue was held in the Great Hall of the People in Beijing. The special envoy of Chinese President, Vice-Premier Wu Yi and the representative of US President, Secretary of Finance Mr. Paulson walked into the conference room.
51. On January 20, 2007, students from an art school in Washington State, US were sharing their experiences in the art of dancing and painting with the students of Yangzhou Culture and Art School Jiangsu Province.

52. On January 31, 2007, China and the United States signed “Sino-U.S. Memorandum of Understanding on Promoting the Cooperation of Land and Resources”. The Minister of Land and Resource of China, Mr. Su Wensheng and the US Interior Secretary, Mr. Dirk Kempthorne signed the document on behalf of China and US respectively. According to the memorandum, the two countries will carry out exchanges and cooperation in related fields.

53. On March 3, 2007, floats decorated with the Beijing Olympics themes were parading on the Walk of Fame, Hollywood Boulevard in Los Angeles, with several thousand art elites from China and the United States singing and dancing together. The students from the Attached Senior High School of Beijing Normal University held high red lanterns, wining cheers from the crowd. 

54. On May 22, 2007, the second round of the Sino-U.S. Strategic Economic Dialogue commenced in Washington D.C.. Vice-Premier Wu Yi and Secretary of Finance Mr. Paulson, who represented the presidents of China and the United States respectively, presided at the meeting together.

55. On June 24, 2007, “The Secret of the Calabash”, announced its debut in Wangfujing, Beijing. It is an animation movie with real actors, filmed by the Chinese Film Group in cooperation with the Walt Disney Company.

56. From June 2 to July 5, 2007, Zhenzhou Shaolin Wushu(martial arts) Performance Group attended the World Sister City Assembly and Chicago Gourmet Festival held in Chicago. A large number of performances were given in local theatres, the pediatric hospital, the home for the seniors, parks, elementary schools and middle schools, which received an enthusiastic welcome.

57. On June 4, 2007, Mr. Sheng Huaren, the Vice-Chairman of the Standing Committee of the National People’s Congress of China, met with US Senate Majority Leader Mr. Harry Reid and Senator Daniel Ken Inouye at the Capitol Hill.

58. On July 26, 2007, Chinese and America runners from the Special Olympics torch rally team gattered in front of the Capitol Hill. Li Yuyun and Lv Yingjie, who both are law enforcement officials of Shanghai World Summer Special Olympics and policewomen of China, were handing over the torch to Qiao Meili, a representative of Chinese Special Olympics athletes.

59. On September 6, 2007, Chinese President Hu Jintao met with US President George W. Bush who attended the 15th Informal Meeting of APEC Leaders held in Sydney.

60. On September 16, 2007, Deputy Mayoress of Long Beach of the United States, Bonnie Lowenthal, who was entrusted by Mayor Bob Foster was issuing the commendation certificate to the visiting Mayor of Qingdao of China, Mr. Xia Geng. She also expressed that Long Beach would spare no effort in supporting the “Grand Ceremony in China” Activity which aims to cheer up Beijing Olympic Games sailing contest to be held in Qingdao.


61. On September 30, China Disabled People’s Performing Art Troupe staged its first performance in Los Angles, on their 6th visit to America. The blind actors surrounded by children, waving the national flags of China and US and singing the classic songs of both countries.

62. On the night of November 14th, 2007, Nanjing Art Group from China held a grand gala performance “Ode to Peace” in the Drury Lane Theatre in the north-western suburb of Chicago. The performances of top soprano of China, Ms. Yin Xiumei, tenor Lv Jihong were greatly appreciated.

63. On December 7, 2007, Jim Wunderman, Chief Executive of The Bay Area Council, San Francisco, Kenneth Wilcox, the President of Silicon Valley Bank Financial Group and Luo Kangrui, President of China Yangtze River Development Shanghai-Hong Kong Promotion Committee, unveiled the plaque of “Sino-US Shengwei Capital Investment Fund” which is set up in cooperation for risk investment in Shanghai.

64. On December 11, 2007, China and the United States held a ceremony for the signing of the agreement on Sino-U.S. Economy and Trade Cooperation at the Diaoyutai State Guesthouse in Beijing. Vice-Premier of China, Ms. Wu Yi, US Secretary of Finance, Mr. Paulson, and Mr. Carlos Gutierrez, US Secretary of Commerce attended the ceremony.

65. On December 11, 2007, the Rep office of the New York Stock Exchange in Beijing held the opening ceremony at the Diaoyutai State Guesthouse in Beijing. Vice-Premier of China, Ms. Wu Yi, US Secretary, Mr. Paulson, Deputy Mayor of Beijing, Ji Lin, Mayor of New York, Mr. Bloomburg cut the ribbon together at the ceremony. It is the first foreign stock exchange that was allowed to set up a rep office in China.

66. On December 21, 2007, the Economics and Trade Management School of Zhejiang Industry University conducted a simultaneous on-line debate with the Business School of American William Paterson University via internet. It realized the tele-real time academic exchange activities, breaking the limit of time and distance and went beyond the boundary between the countries.

67. On January 28, 2008, together with “First Lady” Laura Bush, Sun Jiazheng, Minister of Culture of China was issuing the plague “Coming up Taller” to Ms. Chen Baihua and Miss Li Mengchu, a teacher and student representing the Little Companion Art Group of Shanghai Children’s Palace.

69. On March 17, 2008, "Salute to Beijing Olympic Games, Sino-US Chorus Concert" was held in the concert hall of Central Conservatory of Music in Beijing. Cal-State Fresno Chorus, headed by American conductor Madam Anna Hamre and China Life Insurance Finance Philharmonic Chorus, headed by Chinese conductor Zhao Dengan staged a wonderful performance.
69. On April 2, 2008, General James Conway from US Marine Corps inspected the guard of honor of “Luoxiaoshan” landing ship on his visit to the South China Sea Fleet.

70. On September 19, 2004, the Chinese Culture Festival was held in Chinatown, Washington D.C. The oriental ladies in traditional clothing and drumming the Yaogu looked graceful.
71. With the popularity of Chinese culture in America, many American parents sent their children to Chinese calligraphy and painting classes. However, writing Chinese character with brush was not so easy.
