Foreword


The northern 30th parallel is a line of latitude that encircles the Earth one-third of the way between the equator and the North Pole. The region of China located along the 30th parallel offers a striking tableau of nature, history, and culture.


China’s 30th parallel starts in the Himalayan mountain range. Moving from west to east, it traverses seven provinces, two municipalities, and one autonomous region, namely Tibet, Sichuan, Chongqing, Hubei, Hunan, Jiangxi, Anhui, Jiangsu, Zhejiang, and Shanghai. After crossing 5000 kilometers of the Chinese mainland, it meets the East China Sea and finally the Pacific Ocean. The 30th parallel intersects not only the headwaters, but also the upper, middle, and lower reaches of the Changjiang (Yangtse) River. The many nature preserves located along the 30th parallel make it one of the world’s most scenic regions.


China’s 30th parallel encompasses numerous world cultural heritage sites. This historic corridor is rich with examples of human cultural development, offering a vivid record of the evolution of China’s ancient civilization.


Ancient Chinese wisdom holds that people are a product of their environment. All of the different ethnic groups that live along the 30th parallel exist under the same configuration of stars and make their livings from the same band of fertile soil. Their common latitude exerts a deep-seated influence on local conditions and customs. The interaction of the natural and cultural environment truly makes China’s 30th parallel a region of scenic wonder.

3.
Unparalleled Splendor


As China’s 30th parallel runs from west to east, it traverses regions of incomparable natural splendor, encompassing virtually every type of geography with the exception of desert. Eighty-seven National Nature Reserves, representing today’s China’s concern with the environment, are located along this corridor, accounting for almost one-third of China’s environmental protection zones. The 30th parallel passes through the Changjiang River valley, China’s most densely populated and economically developed region. Since ancient times, the Changjiang River valley has been one of China’s most important economic centers. For millennia, the landscapes of this region have been depicted in gorgeous ink scroll painting, reflecting the traditional Chinese principle of harmony between humanity and nature.

Land of Snow and Ice

The Himalayan mountain range winds along the southern flank of the Qinghai-Tibet Plateau. The principle peak, Mount Qomolangma, is the world’s highest mountain, and has been designated a Chinese National Nature Reserve. The Tibetan Autonomous Region is located at the western end of China’s 30th parallel, and has an average altitude of over 4000 meters above sea level. In Tibetan, “Himalaya” means “the land of snow and ice.”

The Qinghai-Tibet Plateau not only contains the highest concentration of lakes in China, it also has the most and largest lakes of any plateau in the world.

Since ancient times, Sichuan has been a flourishing agricultural center, earning it the title “Land of Abundance.” Today, Sichuan Province is not only the largest agricultural supplier in China, but also one of China’s major industrial bases.

The Sichuan Giant Panda Sanctuaries have been included on UNESCO’s list of World Natural Heritage Sites.

Chongqing is located at the convergence of central and western China. It is the economic center of the upper Changjiang River valley, and the municipality most recently brought under the direct jurisdiction of the central government.

From Fengjie, Chongqing in the west to Yichang, Hubei Province in the east, the Changjiang River flows east through three great mountain valleys. Fantastical peaks face each other from either bank, as the river narrows and widens along this precipitous course. This 192 kilometer long section of the Changjiang River is known as the Three Gorges. It was here that the Tang Dynasty poet Li Bai wrote the immortal lines, “Yet monkeys are still calling on both banks behind me/To my boat these ten thousand mountains away.”

Located at Yichang, Hubei Province, the Three Gorges Dam Project is the largest water conservancy project the world has ever seen. It will serve to prevent flooding, generate electricity, provide shipping channels, and divert water throughout the Changjiang River valley. The construction of the dam has provided a huge boost to economic development in the region. Hubei Province is located on the middle reaches of the Changjiang River, and is one of China’s major agricultural and industrial centers.

Zhangjiajie has been proclaimed a World Geopark, and is included in UNESCO’s List of World Natural Heritage Sites.

The 100 kilometer wide, trumpet-shaped mouth of Zhejiang’s Qiantangjiang River makes it especially susceptible to tidal forces. At high tide, sea water rushing upriver is funneled into the river channel, which is only several kilometers wide. This results in surges of billowing waves, each larger than the last. Since ancient times, this impressive natural display has been known as “the most miraculous tide under heaven.”

Thirteen World Cultural Heritage sites, one third of China’s total, are located along this historic corridor. The priceless cultural legacy of the 30th parallel offers a living record of the development of the Chinese people, and provides a tangible link between past and present.

In Tibet, altars constructed of piles of rocks and stone slabs can be seen at every mountain pass, crossroads, lakeside, and riverbank. These rocks, known as Manidui prayer stones, are usually inscribed with six character proverbs, enlightened sayings, images of deities, or auspicious patterns. These carvings represent the wishes, ideals, sentiments, and aspirations of the Tibetan people.

Emei Mountain is located in the southwestern Sichuan basin. Its highest peak is 3000 meters above sea level. There are close to thirty temples on the mountain, with around 300 monks and nuns in residence. Emei Mountain is one of the famous sacred mountains of Buddhism, and has been listed as a World Cultural and Natural Heritage Site.

The sacrificial pits at Sanxingdui in Sichuan date from the Kingdom of Shu, circa late Shang Dynasty (1600-1046 BC) to early Zhou Dynasty (1046 BC-256 AD). They were the site of sacrifices to the deities of heaven, earth, mountains, and rivers. Excavations have yielded numerous artifacts made of bronze, jade, irvory, shell, pottery, and gold. However, no writing has yet been discovered, leaving many unanswered questions about the people who worshiped here. Pictured is a bronze figure wearing a gold mask.

The ancient Dujiangyan water conservancy system in Sichuan Province utilizes local geographical conditions to channel the river’s waters, control floods, and provide automatically regulated irrigation without the use of dams. The system consists of an integrated network of dykes, channels, and weirs that divert water and silt and regulate water flow. Constructed in 256 BC, this great hydrological project is still used for flood control, irrigation, and shipping, ensuring stable water resources for the region. The Dujiangyan water conservancy system is listed as a World Cultural Heritage Site.

The cliffs of Chongqing’s Dazu County are the site of the Dazu Grottoes, containing over 50,000 rock carvings dating from the 9th through 13th centuries AD. These exquisitely executed carvings are highly diverse in content, vividly depicting everyday life of the time and attesting to the harmonious coexistence of Buddhism, Taoism, and Confucianism during this period of China’s history. The Dazu Grottos have been included in UNESCO’s list of World Heritage Sites.

Construction of the Wudanshan Taoist temple complex commenced during the Tang Dynasty (618-907 AD) and continued through the Qing Dynasty (1636-1911 AD). The massive complex, which stretches over dozens of kilometers, has been listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Pictured is a performance of Wudang martial arts which sharing the same reputation with Shaolin.

The ancient village residences are characterized by traditional decorative carvings in wood, stone, and tile. The Wannan ancient villages have been listed as World Cultural Heritage Sites by UNESCO.

In order to protect China’s fisheries, China has implemented a no fishing season in the ten provinces located along the Changjiang River and in the eleven coastal provinces.
