Digital Life and Networking Culture of Chinese People 
China is striding forward the digital and networking era. The widely used Internet, telecom network, cable radio and TV network and satellite broadcasting network connect the vast Chinese land with digital and network technique, which has brought new connotations into the old Chinese civilization, built up new culture and created new life for Chinese people. 

Browse webs, search information, on-line chart, on-line shopping and receive and send e-mails are necessities for many Chinese people. Government webs are opened from the central government to the local county governments. By the end of 2007, there were 210 million netizens in China only 5 million less than the U.S.A., which ranked the 2nd all over the world. It is predicted that China shall have the biggest number of netizens in the world in 2008. 

Broadcasting and TV become more and more digital and networking. The number of television subscribers and televisions in China accounts for one third of the total number all over the world, which makes China to be the biggest broadcasting and TV country. China’s Cable Television (CATV) has become the largest one of the same kind in the world. Up to Nov. 31, 2007, China has 120 million cable TV subscribers and 23.647 million cable digital TV subscribers. 

As Beijing shall hold the 29th Olympic Games in 2008, CCTV started a free high definition digital terrestrial channel from Jan. 1 this year for this event. During the Olympic Games, this channel shall be the specialized Olympics channel with digital broadcasting, which shall definitely create a new chapter for Olympic Games. 

According to the latest official statistics, up to the end of 2007, the number of cell phone subscribers was as many as 547.286 million and the ratio of prevalence was 41.6% with an average monthly growth of 7.1856 million subscribers. TV cell phone becomes unprecedented hot in these days, and it is predicted that there will be 52.2 million subscribers by the end of 2008. 

China is the biggest country of origin of photographic equipment. In 2007, China’s market capacity of digital camera was 10 million, which accounts for one fourth of global market share. 

Explanation of photos:
01. This photo shows a boy is walking in the figure stairs of Beijing Planetarium. Beijing Planetarium is a National Museum of Natural Science, which has Digital Space Theater, 3D Popular Science Theaters, 4D Popular Science Theater, Exhibition Hall, Solar Observatory, Optical Observatory, and so on. 

02. Along with the rapid development of Chinese film industry, the cinema and box office become more and more all over the country. The on-line booking indicates China’s movie ticket system has entered into electronic commerce era. Many specialized web interactive platforms of movie information in China enable citizens to book tickets whatever they want at any time. 

03. Peking Opera is the traditional quintessence of Chinese culture with a history of 200 years. At present, the web for Peking Opera of China has been opened in Beijing. Peking Opera artists diffuse the old art to common people through the digital network technique to enable more people to know, appreciate and study Peking Opera. 

04. This photo shows Nine Blades---a famous Internet writer of Taiwan, China, is writing a story in the subway. Nine Blades’ original name is Ke Jingteng, and also called as the maker of Internet fine literature. After the publishing of his first Internet story in 2000, there are more than 30 Internet stories have become publications till now. Among which, 8 books have been published in mainland China. One of his books named Kongfu is very popular among young people. 

05. This photo shows an autograph session of a famous Chinese actress Xu Jinglei’s new Blog book in Wangfujing Bookstore, Beijing, China. Nowadays, there are many famous personnel cooperate with the publishing domain through Blog. The suddenly emerged Internet Blog group becomes a new phenomenon of the publishing domain after “Internet literature”. 

06. The development of China’s electronic payment is pretty rapid with a transaction scale of over RMB 100 billion. According to the latest survey of China Internet Network Information Center (CNNIC), up to the end of Dec. 2007, the number of net user was 210 million, which is more than 300 times compared with the first survey results of only 0.62 million in Oct. 1997. 

07. The first “Digital Intelligent Teaching Building” among the elementary and middle schools in Beijing was put to use on Sep. 1, 2004. Both sides of the hall of the teaching building are equipped with touch-screen computers, and the traditional platforms are changed into computers and projectors. At present, computer-assisted instruction is employed in most schools in China’s big cities. 

08. This photo shows a little girl is listening to MP3 with cell phone, and is immersed in the novel experience that created by digital technique. 

09. In order to provide the convenient news dispatching channels for media for 2008 Olympic Games, natural disasters and emergency events, Beijing Branch of China Netcom Group has successfully developed the “Journalists’ home”---a mobile communication and news dispatching platform by vehicle SPC exchange system using relay satellite system. This photo shows journalists are sending news in a “Journalists’ home” in a mountainous area of Hebei Province, China. 

10. China’s Alibaba electronic commerce web (Alibaba.com) is a famous brand for global B2B electronic commerce and the biggest Internet trade market all over the world. Up to Dec. 30, 2005, the number of on-line commodities was over 13 million, the daily page view was over 90 million, the number of registered user was over 13 million and the annual total turnover was over RMB 8.02 billion. This photo shows on Nov. 6, 2007, Alibaba B2B is listed successfully on Hong Kong Main Board. 

11. This photo shows a digital high simulation paining attracts the attention of visitors, and they are taking pictures for it with their digital cameras. After digital scan, high simulation digital image processing, Macromolecular Nanoparticles coating and other digital technique, the high simulation arts of treasures of Palace Museum and works of modern artists are loved by citizens in Beijing during the exhibition. 

12. This photo shows a patient is watching his alimentary canal peristalsis situation under the doctor’s instruction. Chinese technologists developed this equipment with digital signal technique. At first, a patient should take a capsule that with mini camera inside, then the situation of digestive system shall be shown on the monitor via digital signal and be taken photos to be kept in the Data Logger. 

13. This photo shows on Nov. 15, 2007, several citizens are taking exercise in a digital gym of the Cultural and Sports Center of Panjiayuan Community, Beijing, China. The front screen of the stationary bike allows people to watch movies and play games while taking exercise. 

14. The speed of China’s railway transportation has been increased rapidly. The first commercial operation Maglev Train all over the world was built in Shanghai. At present, the high speed railways from Beijing to Tianjin and from Beijing to Shanghai are under construction. This photo shows the digital “simulation experience system of 300kg/hr high speed railway” that developed by Beijing Jiaotong University, which provides the equipment for training drivers. 

15. This photo shows a staff of telecom is testing the video telephone with a subscriber in Yunyang County (Chongqing municipality) that located in the mountainous area of southwest China. The telecom service of video telephone is accepted and used by ordinary families. 

16. Internet singers Shiyan and Dingdong hold a “Mobile Music Club” fan meeting in Fujian Agriculture and Forestry University. Shiyan is one of the most popular Internet singers in 2006, his album Qiufuo ranked top 1 in Baidu List after 4 month of distribution and loved by the undergraduates. 

17. This photo shows several blind children are using the computers that equipped with voice service system in an “Information Accessibility Digital Booth” in Chongqing, China. “Information Accessibility Digital Booth” can provide employment information for blind people. Blind children can know about the country even the whole world by touching the voice map of China, using voice browsing and other manners. 
18. This photo shows in Guoyang County, Anhui Province (located in central China), staffs of a Network Management Center for family medical emergency are receiving emergency calls. Covering the whole county, this family medical emergency network is consisted of computer system, GPS, vehicle station and other systems. Patients only have to pick up the phone, then their phone numbers, names, address and other information shall be shown on the screen of the center. Ambulances that equipped with vehicle stations and GPS shall set out immediately. 
19. This photo shows a product line of large-size flat panel HD TV of a domestic manufacturer. On Jan. 6, 2008, Ministry of Science and Technology released that in recent 5 years, the high-tech industry keeps sustained rapid development; the average annual growth rate of industry scale is 27%; the total output value of high-tech industry accounts for 16% of manufacturing’s; the output of over 200 manufactured products rank the 1st in the world. 
20. Large numbers of surplus rural labors in China go to cities to work for living, therefore, they have to leave their children at their hometown to be taken care of by their parents. Those children are called as “Left-behind Children”. Sichuang Province has set up schools for “Left-behind Children” who are living in mountainous areas and opened Blog for them, which enable them to show their living status and photos to their parents via Internet. 
21. This photo shows two professional personnel are using the “Horseman Professional Image Stabilizer” developed by a Chinese company (located in Shenzhen). 

22. This photo shows citizens are experiencing the wonderful “virtual reading” in a popular science expo. The development of digital and networking culture in China is pretty rapid, digital multi-media searching and reading equipment are equipped in many museums, exhibitions and conferences.
