Buddhist Legacy in Qingzhou

Qingzhou, once the political, economic, military and cultural center of the Shandong Peninsula, is one of the birthplaces of Chinese culture. In 1996, some 400 Buddhist statues were unearthed at the site of Longxing Temple in Qingzhou. The statues were made over a period of more than 500 years, between the Northern Wei Dynasty (386-534 AD) and the Northern Song Dynasty (960-1127 AD). In quantity and variety, it was one of the greatest finds in Buddhist archaeology in over a century. In subsequent years, these statues revealed the unique religious beliefs and aesthetic concepts of Asian people expressed in natural and simple materials and they have become a source of spiritual wealth shared by the East and West alike. 
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
