Explanation of Photos:

01. Sixth plenary session of the 16th Central Committee of the Communist Party of China puts forward 9 goals and tasks of building a socialist harmonious society by 2020. 
02. The draft Anti-Money Laundering Law, the draft Law on Farmers Special Cooperatives and other drafts are voted through in the 24th Meeting of the NPC Standing Committee. The CCCPC resolution on major issues regarding the building of a harmonious socialist society places great emphasis on the judicial guarantee of social harmony. 
03. Put in force on July 1, 2000, the Legislation Law of the People's Republic of China contains hearing system, which establishes Chinese citizens’ participation rights in legislation. This photo shows the Domestic Air Fare Reform Hearing. 
04. During 2005 Spring Festival, the Hubei Provincial Farmer Lion-dance Team playing to wish town government and villagers a happy new year. The couplet “Government Cancelled Agricultural Tax, Farmers Enjoy Happy New Year!” expresses farmers’ heartfelt wishes for New Year. At present, China has cancelled agricultural tax in an all around way. 
05. Farmers in a village of Sichuan province attend the general election of the villagers' committee session. Direct selection is realized in more than 900,000 villagers’ committees in China, where village officers are selected by voting. 
06. Personnel of industrial and commercial departments inspect food safety at the end of 2005. China places more and more emphasis on food safety. 
07. April 23, 2002, Intermediate People Court of Wenzhou holds the public trial for a corrupt official who took bribes and held a huge amount of private property with unidentified sources. China increases the strength in anti-corruption struggle day by day. Chinese premier Wen Jiabao said that the anti-corruption struggle is very survival of our party and our country. 
08. In a village of Wenling city, Zhejiang province, a low-income family gets a calf which is used for supporting poor. Wenling Charity Federation totally donates 20 calves to 20 low-income families for supporting poor. China is promoting new country construction to help farmers cast off poverty and set out on a road to prosperity. 
09. Funds for minimum subsistence allowance for urban residents are listed in the budget of local governments and brought into the specialized payment term of social relief. 
10. In Shenyang, Jilin province, many communities set up daytime rest homes named “Sunset Posthouse” for taking care of old people. Aiming at population aging, China establishes a social security system covering both urban and rural areas step by step, which joins social insurance, social assistance, social welfare and charity together.  
11. China holds various recruitment fairs every year to provide opportunities and premises for both parties of talent market. This photo shows the scene of a Graduate Recruitment. 
12. Students from Beijing Hongzhi Middle School fly a kite fully drew with wishes into the sky. This school is reputed for recruiting poor students with fine qualities and fine scholarship. 
13. Most construction workers in cities come from rural areas, and therefore, the education problem of their children draws attention from the government. The government of Linyi city, Shandong province, bought special buses for sending children of migrant workers and picking them up from school. 
14. Have been trained for tailoring skills, 96 rural young people from Anhui province are going to work for a clothing company in Zhejiang province together. China emphasizes more and more on government’s function of promoting employment to plan the employment of newly added labor force in urban areas, the transfer and employment of surplus labor force in rural areas and the reemployment of laid-off and unemployed as a whole. 
15. June 12, 2005, many Beijing citizens join in a charity activity “Fight Hunger: Walk the World 2005” that is sponsored by World Food Programme (WFP) and TNT. 
16. 335 youth volunteers from Anhui province are going to Chengdu and Chongqing. They shall be engaged in culture, sanitation, education, administration and other fundamental services in remote areas. 
17. Beijing opens first hospital for low-income patients on December 21, 2005. The hospital established the first medical center for poor people and the childbirth center for floating population in Beijing to provide medical services for low-income families and poor floating population. 
18. 100 members of epidemic prevention emergency response team in Beijing carry out sanitary and epidemic prevention drill to avoid and control the infection situation from breaking out and supervening. China is engaged in improving emergency management system and mechanism to respond to various risks effectively. 
19. Civilized dog-raising action is promoted greatly in various regions of China to improve citizens’ sense of civilized dog-raising, then human and dogs can let together in harmony. 
20. With emission conforming to Stage III, green buses put into operation on August 25, 2006 in Shanghai. It represents the advanced implementation of “Stage III” (i.e. “EU III”) emission standard has been started up in Shanghai’s public traffic enterprise in an all around way. 
21. Volunteers of “2005 Big Action to Climb the World Third Polarity-Everest” are cleaning places nearby their base camp. Chinese non-governmental environmental protection personages have become an important power for environmental protection. 
22. The area of Qinghai Lake decreases year by year due to successive years of drought and cultivation, as a result, desertization area around the lake is up to 1,150,000mu. Local government has started to bury stalks for preventing continuous desertization since 2002. At present, China makes great efforts to environmental governance and protection in order to promote the harmony between human and nature.
