China Is Developing It’s Transportation Actively
Since the reform and opening up to the outside world, China has made significant achievements in transportation. The infrastructure scale has been enlarged continuously, the transportation service level has been improved dramatically and the safety & security capability has been strengthened greatly. By the end of 2006, the total length of highway reached 3.48 million kilometers. Highways were built in all of the counties, 99.3% of the towns and 91.8% of the administrative villages in China. With a total length of 45,400-kilometer’s expressway, China ranks the 2nd in the world, only to that of the United States. And there are as long as 123,300-kilometer’s inland waterway channels and 76,600-kilometer’s railways opened to traffic. 147 civil aviation airports with a total turnover volume of 30.2 billion ton-km, China ranks the 2nd place among the members of International Civil Aviation Organization. In 2006, China’s cargo and container throughput of port and were 5.6 billion tons and 93 million TEU separately, both these two indexes rank world top. 
There are several options for person trip and cargo transport, namely, water, overland and air transport. The convenient transport modes shorten the travel time from one place to another. Urban railways, metros, buses and taxis are available for urban residents. For rural residents, they also can go out to visit their relatives and friends by country roads that connecting villages and towns, and the reticular country roads make them deeply understand the slogan “If a place wants to be rich, build the roads first”. Bridges facilitate people’s communication and ports take in and send out containers, crude oil, minerals, coals and other resources, which complete the allocation of goods from the place of manufacture to the place of consumption. 
At present, China is in a key period of building a well-off and socialist harmonious society in an all around way, the transportation development faces up to a good opportunity. As the priority field in service industry, transportation shall make more contributions to pulling domestic demand and building socialist new county. Now, Chinese government lays great emphasis on solving problems on people’s livelihood, then, solving traffic problems for people has become an important part of building a harmonious society. For keeping pace with developed countries, China not only makes great efforts to promote the convenient domestic transport service, but also to advance the modern logistics, in order to accelerate the building of the transport network connecting the worldwide service system. 
Explanation of Photos:
01. Stretching 1,956 kilometers, Qinghai-Tibet Railway---the longest plateau railway with highest altitude in the world was opened to traffic on July 1, 2006. After the opening and operation of Qinghai-Tibet Railway, it plays a direct and significant role in promoting the economic development of Tibet and Qinghai. 
02. This photo shows the CRH (China Railway High-speed) running slowly into Guangzhou East Railway Station at the end of 2006. CRH shall be put into operation on the Guangzhou-Shenzhen Railway in near future. 
03. Shanghai-Hangzhou Maglev Project that attracts worldwide attention has been approved by the State Council. With a total length of 175 kilometers, the Shanghai-Hangzhou maglev line is expected to be completed in 2008 and put to operation before 2010 when Shanghai will host the World Expo. Total cost of the Project is estimated at 35 billion yuan. 
04. Two compartments of the 1st train running on the Guangzhou Metro Line 2 were transported to China from Germany on Nov. 19, 2002. It is the 1st time for carrying metro compartments by air in the world, and more, the largest aerotransport was employed for it. 
05. Shanghai Metro brings about innumerous conveniences for citizens. By 2010, the complete basic rail network shall be accomplished. 
06. Bawangfen-Tongzhou line of Beijing Metro was opened and totally put to operation on Dec. 27, 2003. Together with the Line 1 and 2 of metro and Line 13 of urban railway, the total length of opened rail in Beijing is as long as 114 kilometers. Besides, Line 4, 5, 8 and 10 are under construction. By 2008, the total length of operated rails shall reach 300 kilometers in Beijing. 
07. “Zero Point” sign of China’s highways was established in Tian’anmen Square on Sep. 27, 2006. By the end of 2006, the total length of highways in China reached 3.48 million kilometers. Four national trunk highways are linked up basically, which realizes the 1st stage goal of “5 vertical and 7 horizontal” national trunk highways system---the opening and operation of “2 vertical and 2 horizontal and 3 important sections”. For this event, the “Zero Point of Highways, China” sign was established in Tian’anmen Square. 
08. China’s highway construction is improved day by day. There are 336,600 highway bridges with 14,747,500 linear meters, among which the super large bridges are as many as 876. This photo shows the Huangmugang Overpass in Shenzhen. 
09. The total length of county and township highways in China achieves 147,570,000 kilometers. At present, the county and township highways are increased greatly and the highway density becomes higher and higher. Highway construction advances the economic development in rural areas. 
10. Wuhu Yangtze River Bridge was completed and put to operation on Sep. 30, 2000. It is the 1st low-pylon highway and railway bi-purpose cable-stayed bridge in Asia and the 3rd in the world. 
11. Located in Zhangjiajie National Forest Park, Hunan Province, Tianmen Mountain Winding Mountain Highway has 99 turns. The altitude of this zigzag winding highway rises sharply from 200 meters to 1,300 meters, which is worth the title of “Top Highway Wonder in the World”. 
12. The No.301 National Highway running from Harbin to Daqing Oilfield and Heihe---the Sino-Russian border trade city plays an important role in advancing the development of border trade. 
13. Stretching 522 kilometers, the Taklimakan Desert Highway was awarded the certificate of “The Longest High-grade Highway crossing the Mobile Desert in the World” by Shanghai Great World Guinness. 
14. This photo shows the even and smooth rural highway in Huoshan Village of Zaoshan County, Sichuan Province. China makes great efforts to rural highway construction in recent years, which brings about many conveniences to rural residents. 
15. Located in Three Gorges Reservoir Area, Wushan Yangtze River Bridge was designed to the environmental and visual standard of key scenic pots with a half-through and steel-made single-span of 460 meters. 
16. By 2006, the passenger traffic volume of China Civil Aviation reached 160 million person-time, and the domestic regular line airports were as many as 147. Thanks to the development of civil aviation, citizens can enjoy great conveniences in traveling to foreign countries. This photo shows Shanghai Pudong International Airport. 
17. In 2006, China Civil Aviation accomplished 30.2 billion ton-km total turnover volumes and 3,420,000 tons freight traffic. An air transport network connecting 127 domestic cities and 88 cities of 43 foreign countries was formed, which takes Beijing, Shanghai and Guangzhou airports as its cores, takes the airports of capital cities and tourist cities as its pivots and takes other cities as its branches. 
18. In 2006, China’s cargo and container throughput of port and were 5.6 billion tons and 93 million TEU separately, the later one passed the United States and ranks the 1st all over the world. The freight traffic of coastal ports has reached 654 million tons and the cargo turnover volume reaches 849.5 billion tons. 
19. At present, China boasts 207,300 ships for water transport with a NDW of 101,786,400 tons. This photo shows the loading of large buses to a cargo ship. It will carry them to go across the Qionghai Straits. 
20. The Three Kingdoms Cruise (left)---the highest cruise sailing on Yangtze River and UTA (right)---the largest foreign container ship sailing on the upper reach of Yangtze River are berthed in the Port of Yichang, Hubei---the busies ports alongside Yangtze at the same time. In 2006, the waterway freight traffic reached 990 million tons, the turnover volume reached 309.9 billion ton-km, the container throughput of port reached 6.34 million TEU and the sea-river-going traffic reached 550 million tons. As a result, Yangtze River becomes the busiest river in the world with its freight volume ranking world top. 
21. This photo shows the longest sea-crossing bridge in the world, which is still under construction and shall be completed in 2008. After its completion, there shall be a 36-kilometer long two-way six-lane expressway to connect Ningbo and Jiaxing of Zhejiang Province. 
22. Zhengzhou Highway and Railway Bi-purpose Bridge over Yellow River shall be completed in 2009. The upper deck shall be designed as a two-way six-lane expressway with a speed of 100 kilometer per hour and there shall be a 4-meter wide slow lane in each side; the lower deck shall be designed as double line railway, and the total length of combined highway and railway is 9.17 kilometer. 
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
