They suffered many hardships behind their achievements, and the titles of champion were the results of great efforts. Each name and record listed in World Medal Table represents assiduous training and selfless dedication. 
At present, most of the retired famous athletes are engaged in the work related to sports, for instance, Deng Yaping serves as the officer of International Olympic Committee, Wang Junxia opens a Health Run Club, Lang Ping who created the legend of winning five major world titles in succession works as the coach of US Women's Volleyball Team…
Chinese female athletes are spending their flowering lives in exercising table tennis, diving, swimming, gymnastics, volleyball, basketball… They are waiting for the happy moment of the slowly rising of Five-Star Red Flag accompanied by the National Anthem of China. 
Explanation of Photos:

01. Chinese Female Gymnastic Team acquired great achievements in many significant international championships since it had won the Bronze Medal at 1984 Los Angeles Olympic Games. The great team has made distinguished contributions to the development of world gymnastics. This photo shows Chinese Team wins the champion of Women's Artistic Gymnastics Team Finals at the 15th Doha Asian Games. 
02. Many team members of Chinese Female Gymnastic Team won the gold medals in the Olympic Games and World Championships. This photo shows the wonderful performance of Liu Xuan, a famous Gymnastics athlete. She won the gold medal of Women's Balance Beam Finals at 2000 Sydney Olympic Games.
03. This photo shows Deng Yaping, the world table tennis champion and officer of International Olympic Committee attending the Emblem Unveiling Ceremony of Beijing 2008 Olympic Games on August 3, 2003.
04. Chinese Women's Volleyball Team won five major world titles in succession in 1980s. Chinese Women's Volleyball Team recaptured the world title in 2003, and won the gold medal again at 2004 Athens Olympic Game after 20 years since then. 
05. As a powerful team in Asia, Chinese Women's Basketball Team won the world title of Asian Championship for 8 times. During these years, Song Xiaobo, Zheng Haixia, Miao Lijie and other outstanding athletes emerge. This photo shows the wonderful acting of Zheng Haixia, the best center all over the world.
06. Chinese Women's Badminton Team has won the Uber Cup for 10 times since 1984, realized five world titles in succession twice. And more, the great team won the gold metals in Olympic Games for several times. This is a “photo of whole family” of Chinese players of Women's Badminton Doubles after winning all the gold, silver and bronze medals in 2000 Sydney Olympic Games.
07. Retired “Badminton Golden Couple” Ge Fei and Sun Jun get married. This photo shows they are setting free pigeons on their wedding. The Olympic Gold Medalist shows her femininity and beauty that differ from the former powerful world champion. 
08. Reputed as “Oriental Deer”, Wang Junxia is running around the field to celebrate the winning of the women's 5000-meter run at 1996 Atlanta wearing the national flag. 
09. Chinese athlete Wang Liping won the first gold medal of Women’s Race Walking at Sydney Olympic Games. At present, although she is married and has child, she still dedicates herself in track and field. 
10. Established in 1983, Chinese Women's Football Team gained the second place in the newly-added Women’s Football game at the 26th Olympic Games, which was a great breakthrough in Chinese football history. It was awarded the Excellent Sports Team in Asia in 1995, 1996 and 1997 successively. Sun Wen, a Chinese famous football athlete, has been awarded Golden Ball and Golden Boot. 
11. Although Chinese tennis started only a few years ago, it begins to make a figure in recent years. At present, there are 6 Chinese female athletes, namely Zheng Jie, Li Na, Peng Shuai, Yan Zi, Yuan Meng and Sun Tiantian are ranked world top100. This photo shows Li Ting (left) and Sun Tiantian’s performance during the final. They win the gold medal of Women’s Tennis Doubles at 2004 Athens Olympic Games.
12. At 1992 Barcelona Olympic Games, Zhang Shan, a Chinese senior shooting player has win the champion of the mixed sex shooting event with full score, and was awarded a title of “two hundred girl”, which means such record can never be broke. 
13. Being the best athlete of Chinese women’s sporting pistol, the Olympic champion Tao Luna has the world first class level both in air pistol and sporting pistol. She and other athletes have won numerous honors in international championships for China. 
14. Wang Xu, a Chinese wrestling athlete, won the champion of Women's 72kg Freestyle Wrestling by beating a Russian athlete. She becomes China’s first Olympic wrestling champion. 
15. Chinese athlete Cheng Zhong (left) continues to be the champion of Women's Taekwondo + 67kg at 2004 Athens Olympic Game. She will try her best to win the champion at Beijing 2008 Olympic Games to create the record of winning three Olympic champions in succession. 
16. Since women’s weightlifting has been added into Olympic Games, the weightlifting becomes an important event for Chinese Olympic Delegation. Chinese female athletes have acquired great achievements in significant international championships. This photo shows Ding Meiyuan, wins the gold medal of Women's Weightlifting 75+ kg at 2000 Sydney Olympic Games. 
17. As a powerful team, Chinese Women's Swimming Team acquired many achievements in international championships. Luo Xuejuan won the gold medals of Women's 50m Breaststroke, 100m Breaststroke and 4×100m Freestyle Relay at World Championships 2003 Barcelona. Qi Hui is the world record keeper of Women's 200m Breaststroke, including the short course. This photo shows Luo Xuejuan’s performance during the match. 
18. Boasting Gao Min, Fu Mingxia, Guo Jingjing and other famous athletes, Chinese Women's Diving Team hardly let gold medals won by other team. Since 1981, Chinese Women's/Men’s Diving Team have won more than one hundred gold medals in Diving World Cups, which makes it become the first national team that won 100 gold medals in World Cups. This photo shows Guo Jingjing and Wu Minxia’s daily training. 
19. Fu Mingxia won 10 gold medals in world championships in all, four among which were won in three Olympic Games in succession, and named World Best Woman Platform Diver by US magazine Swimming World. Retired Fu Mingxia assumes the goodwill ambassador of a Non-Profit Organization that is dedicated to helping poor families to earn their own livings. 
20. Winter games once assumed the important task of China’s breakthrough of Gold Medal in Winter Olympics. At 2002 Winter Olympics in Salt Lake City, Yang Yang won the gold medal of Short-Track Speed Skating - women's 500m and 1,000m, which realized the breakthrough of Gold Medal for Chinese Delegation in Winter Olympics. 
21. Shenxue and Zhao Hongbo, the best players of figure skating in China, won the first gold medal at 2003 ISU Grand Prix of Figure Skating by beating all competitors with their passional and difficult movements. Chinese athletes have created great achievements in recent years, since they joined in 1980 World Figure Skating Championships in Dortmund for the first time. 
22. With four world champion titles, Xie Jun is the 7th woman world champion in chess history. Chinese female chess players Xie Jun, Chu Chen, Xu Yuhua won the world titles of Women's World Champions successively.
