Chinese Astronaut First Spacewalk
China’s third manned spaceflight “Shenzhou VII” was successfully launched at 21:10 (local time) Sep. 25, 2008 attracting the attention of millions of people. It was lifted into the space with Chinese people’s dream of further exploration of the space. The space travel for three Chinese astronauts Zhai Zhigang, Liu Boming and Jing Haipeng undertakes the brand-new historic mission that will feature China’s “first step in the space”. In Sep. 27, wearing a homemade “Feitian” space suit, and aided by Liu Boming, Zhai Zhigang conducted some 20-minute space walk including carry out space science experiments. From that time, China becomes the third country to master the extravehicular activity (EVA) technology independently following the United States and Russia. In Sep. 28, “Shenzhou VII” landed safely in central grassland of Inner Mongolia, China in the afternoon. 
The completely successful of “Shenzhou VII” manned space flight is a grand landmark in the history of China’s space flight. Chinese space flight scientists made breakthroughs in airlock, space suit, relay satellite, small monitoring satellite and other key technology, which realized the goal of “correct orbiting, normal operation, successful extra-vehicular activity and safe return” and laid a foundation for the next step of the construction of space station. The new triumph reflects the dramatic improvement of China’s comprehensive national power and scientific and technological level during its 30-year’s reform and opening-up. 
Thanks to the development of China’s aerospace science and technology, there are 1,800 achievements of space technology have been applied in various sectors of national economy and served social production and people’s living in satellite communication and navigation, weather forecast, disaster prevention and mitigation, food production and other fields.
