The 16th Asian Games was successfully held in Guangzhou, China from November 12 to 27, 2010. Guangzhou is China’s second city hosting the Asian Games, following Beijing which hosted the 11th Asian Games in 1990. 

The concept of harmony, a green Earth and civilization was constantly observed in the preparation for and organization of the 16th Asian Games. New and renewable energy solutions were applied to the construction of quite a number of venues, such as photoelectric and photo-thermal energy, energy produced by sewage, wind energy and solar energy. With the spirit of generosity, practicality, openness and enterprise, the Organizing Committee embraced its arms to welcome guests from across the world with great warmth and hospitality. The slogan of “Thrilling Games, Harmonious Asia” has been widely recognized and practiced. 
The Guangzhou Asian Games was a high-level sport gala with an unprecedented scale. Athletes from across Asia competed for 3989 medals in 42 events, breaking three world records, equaling one world records and creating twelve Asian records. 10,156 athletes from 45 countries and regions from around Asia applied for competitions, which made it an Asian Games with the largest number of participant athletes. 
The Guangzhou Asian Games has not only widespread Olympic events but also promoted popular Asian events to the rest of the world. Cultural events showcasing pluralistic cultures of Asia brought about festive joy and confidence and power for creating better future.

Guangzhou is the capital city of Guangdong Province of China, with a total population of 14 million. It is the political, economic, scientific, educational and cultural center of Guangdong Province. From November 12 to 27, 2010, Guangzhou successfully hosted the 16th Asian Games.

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The grand opening ceremony for the 16th Asian Games was held in Guangzhou, China on November 12, 2010. More than 12,000 athletes from 45 countries and regions from across Asia participated in this sport event, a figure that exceeded all previous Asian Games.

The grand opening ceremony for the 16th Asian Games was held in Guangzhou, China on November 12, 2010. Chinese diver He Chong set off firecrackers together with two kids. The flame of the firecrackers soared to the Main Torch Platform and lighted the Torch of the 16th Asian Games, winning stormy and lasting applauses. 
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18-year-old Kim Woojin of South Korea broke the world record in the preliminary contest and eventually won the gold medal in Men’s Individual of Archery. At this Asian Games, two athletes broke world records three times, one athlete equaled a world record and nine athletes and one team broke Asian records fourteen times. 
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Chinese star hurdler Liu Xiang won the gold medal of Men’s 110m Hurdles at the Guangzhou Asian Games, with the result of 13.09 seconds that broke the Asian Games record. It was the third Asian Games championship that this superstar had won in Men’s 110m Hurdles. 
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On November 22, Chinese Lao Yi clocked 10.24 seconds to win a historic gold medal and became the first Chinese to lift the Men’s 100m title at Asian Games. 
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On November 20, 2010, Thailand defeated China to win the gold medal in Women’s Sepaktakraw Team. Among 42 events of the Guangzhou Asian Games, 14 are non-Olympic events, such as Wushu, Sepaktakraw, Rugby, Kabaddi and Dragon Boat, all featuring Asian traditions. 
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Iran won the copper medal in Lightweight Women’s Quadruple Sculls on November 19, 2010. 
Female athletes from many Asian countries competed for medals at the Guangzhou Asian Games. 
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On November 13, 2010, China's Wushu star Yuan Xiaochao captured the first gold medal at the Guangzhou Asian Games for the host country in the Men's Changquan form. 

Wushu is a traditional sport event widely practiced in China.

China defeated South Korea to win the championship in Men’s Basketball at the Guangzhou Asian Games on November 26, 2010. Chinese basketball star Wang Zhizhi was thrown into the air by his fellow players in order to celebrate the victory. 
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Japan won the gold medal of Women's Doubles Soft Tennis at the 16th Asian Games in Guangzhou on November 19, 2010.

India won the gold medal in Men's Kabaddi at the 16th Asian Games in Guangzhou on November 26, 2010, beating Iran in the final.
Originated from West Asia, Kabaddi is a folk sport event popular in Asia, which is quite like the Chinese folk game of “the eagle preys on chickens”. 
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Kim Meen Whee of South Korea won the gold medal in Men's Individual of Golf at the 16th Asian Games in Guangzhou on November 20.
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Bangladesh won the championship in Men’s Cricket Final after beating Afghanistan at the 16th Asian Games in Guangzhou on November 26, 2010. This picture shows Bangladesh team players celebrating their victory. 
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South Korea won the gold medal in Men's Team Pursuit of Cycling Track at the 16th Asian Games in Guangzhou on November 16, with a result of 4:07.875.
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A study area was put aside within the Asian Games Village in Guangzhou in order to facilitate foreign athletes to learn the Chinese language and culture. This picture shows an athlete from Saudi Arabia learning how to write his Chinese name.  
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The ceremony to inaugurate the torch lighting and torch relay for the 16th Asian Games was held at the Temple of Heaven in Beijing on October 12, 2010. Chinese swimmer Zhang Lin became the first torchbearer.
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As a non-Olympic event, Dance Sport became an official Asian Games sport in the Guangzhou Asian Games in 2010, with ten gold medals. It has evolved from social dance and is a sport event that demonstrates the perfect combination of sport and arts. 

On November 14, 2010, Yang Chao and Tan Yiling of China won the gold medal in Standard-Quickstep at the Guangzhou Asian Games. 
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Over 900 media agencies from across the world covered the 16th Asian Games in Guangzhou. Journalists reported competitions with the spirit of professionalism and enterprise and were thus praised as another major character of the Guangzhou Asian Games. 
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The 550 medal presenters serving the Guangzhou Asian Games were chosen from 110 colleges and universities from more than 90 cities around the country, most of whom are aged between 17 and 25. 
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The twelve giant pandas, known as “treasures of China”, attracted numerous tourists from across Asia during the Asian Games in Guangzhou.
