Love for Children Help Create a Harmonious Society
Children are the future of our communities and our nation. China’s economic and social development provides favorable environment and broad space for Chinese children's growth.

In 1980s, China promulgated laws to guarantee 9-year compulsory education for children. Meanwhile, the country continuously raises investment on education projects. It eventually remitted tuition and other school fees for primary and middle school students. Until now, the 9-year compulsory education has covered over 95% children.

While the government is making efforts to improve growth environment for the young, non-governmental groups extend helping hands. Project Hope, initiated by China Youth Development Foundation, has raised 5.6 billion yuan, with which 15,000 schools were constructed in poor areas. Spring Buds Project, organized jointly by All-China Women's Federation and China Children and Teenagers' Fund, has sponsored over 1.7 million girls in poor families to receive better education, causing a series of profound changes in education of rural areas.

Under the care and love from all walks of life, Chinese children now enjoy increasingly more facilities to study, to exercise and to cultivate hobbies, leading to significant improvements in their physical and psychological health.

20100501. China promulgated the Compulsory Education Law in 1986 and then revised it in 2006 to ensure school-age children receive free 9-year education, which is known as the 9-year compulsory education. For the time being, the 9-year compulsory education system covers more than 95% children of the country. 

20100502. Children in rural areas are on their way to school. Financial support from the government and social organizations greatly changed the previously backward education in rural areas. 
20100503. Pupils of a rural primary school in Guangxi get free textbooks on the day the new term begins. Tuition and fees and expenditures for textbooks have been eventually waived for primary and middle school students since 2006. 

20100504. Kazakh children living in remote herding areas of Xinjiang attend classes in regular schools after compulsory education began.
20100505. Pupils exercise in a Hope Primary School funded by Nobel Prize winner Professor Cui Qi. Project Hope, implemented in China for over 20 years, is a non-profit social campaign initiated to raise fund and help children whose families are too poor to afford school expenses to complete elementary school education. Until now it has financed education of more than 3.4 million students in poor rural areas.

20100506. Pupils of Miao ethnic group in Rongshui County of Guangxi learn to play Lusheng (a reed-pipe wind instrument, often played by Miao people) to appreciate their traditional music and carry on the culture of their community. 

20100507. Girls of impoverished rural areas of Anhui Province attend class with the support from Spring Buds Project. The project, aiming to raise funds and help girl drop-outs of poor areas return to school, has benefited millions of girls. 

20100508. Students of a primary school of Jinzhou City of Liaoning Province take part in an experiment skill competition, and feel much delighted. Schools and families of China attach close attention to intellectual training for the children. 

20100509. An original crawling competition was held among babies in a residential community in Weifang City of Shandong Province. Young parents of China devote much attention to preschool education, especially education in early childhood. 

20100510. A Nutritionist explains nutritional science and food hygiene to pupils on Students’ Nutrition Day. To promote healthy growth of Chinese children, China designated May 20 as Students’ Nutrition Day. 

20100511. Hearing-impaired children in Yichang City of Hubei Province try their hearing aids received free of charge from local government. More than 500 children benefit from this government initiative. As a matter of fact, it has been a valued ethic of Chinese society to care for the disabled children and develop education for them. 

20100512. Children in mountain areas of Guizhou Province are vaccinated in local health center. China has been making great efforts to promote children vaccination, especially in rural areas. 

20100513. Children of Taizhou City, Zhejiang Province concentrate on a Weiqi competition. Weiqi as an intelligent recreation is favoured by more and more children. 

20100514. Primary and middle school students of Shandong Province play in a basketball summer camp, enjoying the fun of sport.
