Photography Work Captions
1. Snow-covered Baiyun Mountain   by Zhu Shibo
Baiyun Mountain is part of the Fu-niu Mountains located in the middle of China. It is a National Forest Park with thick and lush woods. Whenever it snows, Baiyun Mountain becomes a world of snow and ice.

2. The Prairie in the Morning   by Wang Weishi

The morning in the Inner Mongolia Grassland, located in North China, is quiet and refreshing. The yurts, in which local herdsmen live, show a great deal of ethnic characteristics. 

3. Cooking for a Wedding Dinner  by Li Jianzong

Holding a wedding is a big affair for a family. In cities, weddings are held mostly in fancy restaurants, but in rural areas, weddings are held in people’s own houses. The host family builds a temporary stove and hires a cook to prepare the wedding dinner.

4. A Small Village in Spring  by Guo Ping

It’s a custom for farmers to plant some trees in front of or behind their houses. So in the spring, the village becomes extraordinarily beautiful with these green trees.

5. Take the Fish Hawk and Go Fishing     by Yuan Peng

6. Danxia Landform  by Li Junling

Danxia Landform, which consists of a red bed characterized by steep cliffs, is widely distributed in China. The Danxia Landform in Zhangye, Gansu province, is famous for its steepness, continuity, clear veins and rich colors.

7. A Buddhist Rite---Showing the Buddha  by Ma Jiuhui  
Showing the Buddha, held once a year, is a traditional Buddhist activity in Tibetan Buddhism. The Buddha will be put on display outdoors to enable people to pay tribute to it. 
8. The Ping-pong Playing Field in a Park  by Tian Jinhuan
Playing Ping-pong, a popular sport in China, has become a daily activity for leisure and body building. 
9. Rainbow Reflected at Tagong Temple  by Wu Zhiping
The Chinese word "Tagong" means "Bodhisattva's favorite place" in the Tibetan language. Tagong Temple, located on the Tagong Plain in Sichuan province, with a history of more than 1,000 years, is one of the most famous temples of Tibetan Buddhism. 
10. Ducks in the Lake  by Ren Xinjun
Rivers and lakes have developed into places for livestock breeding in the countryside.
11. Spring Field in the Old Course of the Yellow River  by Feng Weiguang
The Yellow River has changed its course many times throughout history. Due to sediment deposits, a plain that now is a vast grain growing district has formed.
12. The Yellow River Bends  by Chang Guojun   
The Yellow River, with a length of more than 5,000 kilometers, runs across different landscapes and has a wonderful and mighty panorama.
13. Waist Drum Beating on the Loess Plateau   by Feng Zhenxiang
The Ansai waist drum beating can be performed by several people or even by thousands of people. It has a good reputation and is called by some "the best drum of the world." 
14. Fried Youxiang — a Festival Custom of the Hui Ethnic Group    by He Yongze
Youxiang, a cake made from flour and salt, fried in sesame oil, is considered to be a holy and pure food bestowed by Allah. Hui people always make this cake for festivals and give it to each other as blessing and souvenir.
15. The Bride at the Wedding  by Guo Ping
It is a tradition for brides and grooms to wear splendid red attire on their wedding day. It can make the wedding seem happier and warmer.
16. Street Folk Art Performance   by Wei Lile
Different forms of folk art performance are an important part of celebrating traditional festivals.
17. A Radiant and Enchanting Spring Scene   by Yu Shantang
Going out in spring is becoming a part of urban family life.
18. The Country Yard in Fall   by Zhou Lezhi
Sun-drying the harvested local products has formed a beautiful scene in a special mountain-area manner. 
19. Harvest in Fall   by Gao Xiaolin  
Golden corn and red tomatoes make the harvest scene of the mountain village.
20. Opera Performance in Mountain Village  by Zhang Guoyue
Traditional opera performance is very popular among mountain villagers. In the off season, performances like this are common in villages. 
21. Festival Celebrations in Mountains  by Yang Luqing
During traditional festivals, villagers always put on some performance for entertainment.
22. Sheep Herders in Mountain Area   by Zhao Jinde
Shepherding is a traditional vocation in the Loess Plateau. Flocks of sheep going downhill like this is a common but magnificent sight.
23. A Group Photo of the Miss Tourism World and Kungfu Practicing Youths   by Tang Qichang
Beautiful women participating in the Miss Tourism World contest have come to the Shaolin Temple in Songshan. They also take group photos with young men who practice martial arts.
24. Miss Tourism World Shares Stage with Chinese Opera Players  by Li Yunling
The Miss Tourism World contest participants and Chinese opera players create a fine contrast.
25. Harvested Corns Filling the Country Yard  by Zhou Xuan
Corn is one of the most important crops in the middle and lower reaches of the Yellow River. When the harvest season comes, every county is filled with golden corn.
26. The Fawang Temple in Songshan   by Zhang Weixing
Songshan, one of the Five Mountains in China, has many 1,000-year-old Buddhist temples. 
27. Kungfu Practicing Youth of the Fawang Temple in Songshan    by Geng Yawei
A young man is practicing Wushu at the foot of the ancient temple. In the Songshan area, young people are passionate about practicing Shaolin Kungfu.  
28. The Scenery of Taihang Mountains   by Wu Zhengsheng 
The southern Taihang Mountains, bordering on the Yellow River, are famous for their firmness and steepness. 
29. Sea of Clouds in Taihang Mountains  by Xia Qingcheng
Sea of clouds is a common sight at Taihang Mountains after it rains. It seems just like a wonderland with the green summit supported by the sea of clouds.
30. Cave-Houses on the Loess Plateau  by Liu Xiaoqiang
Cave-house is a traditional form of dwelling for people living on the Loess Plateau in middle China. Scattered cave-houses on mountain slopes have become a distinguished style and feature of the plateau.
31. Lion Dance — the Most Common Festival Activity  by Feng Zhenxiang
The lion dance, with a history of more than 1,000 years, is a symbol of strength and luck.
32. Cloud and Mist Wrapping the Taihang Mountain   by Li Zhiqiang
The Taihang Mountain is wrapped by clouds and mist after the snow, like a pretty girl in a white veil.
33. The Harvest Season of Wheat   by Wu Zhongxiong
Wheat is the main crop grown in northern China. When the ripe season comes, the wheat field becomes a golden sea.
34. Swans Overwintering in the Yellow River Area   by Shi Xumin
Sanmenxia, located in the middle reaches of the Yellow River, is home to many swans each winter. With them around, life here is an aesthetic spectacle. 
35. International Paragliding Competition Held in the Taihang Mountain Area  by Zhang Guoyue
Making the most of its geographical advantages, Linzhou, a small city in the Taihang area, has built a world-class paragliding training base. Many international competitions are held here.
36. The Just-married Couple Going back to the Bride’s Home   by Li Jianzong
It is a Chinese tradition that the bridegroom, with many gifts, accompanies the bride back to her parent’s living place after their marriage. 
37. The Bridegroom Going to Marry His Would-be Wife   by Huang Qinghuan
The groom’s party is on their way to the bride’s home. Slogging heavy baskets through the snowy field, they still make the journey full of warmth and happiness. 
38. Camel Racing   by Wang Jingwu
Camel racing is a traditional sport of the Chinese Mongol nationality. Irrespective of sex, the contestant who finishes the 5-6km journey first is the winner.
39. Twilight on the Grassland   by Tang Tian
The wild grassland before the rain is so beautiful that it resembles a landscape oil painting.
40. Dragon Dance   by Zhang Xiqing
With its long history, the dragon dance is a way to celebrate many Chinese ethnic groups’ culture. People usually perform the dance at festivals or anniversaries to pray for seasonable weather and a peaceful life.  
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
